
    

             

               

                          

       

       

       

       

        

             

Butterfly Bush:  This breakthrough variety 
appeals to butterflies and stays under three feet 
tall without any pruning. Blooms are fragrant 
and continuous from mid summer to frost 
without deadheading. Low maintenance and 
deer resistant.  
 

Bald Cypress: This unique evergreen loses its 
needles each year!  Grows in a wide range of 
soil conditions from wet, swampy areas to dry 
upland areas.  Grows 50 to 70 feet in height.���

  
Bloomerang Purple Reblooming Lilac: 
Reblooming Lilac, with purplish-pink flowers 
emerging in the spring and lasting until frost. 
Very fragrant flowers are grant for your 
landscape and gardens. Will attract butterflies 
and is deer resistant. 
 
Pink Knock-Out Rose: Dark pink buds open 
into bright pink single flowers and loads of 
nearly blue-green leaves. Beautiful blooms 
lasting from June to November. This vigorous 
shrub is very disease resistant. Grows 3 feet 
tall by 3 feet wide.  
 
Red Double Knock Out Roses: Rounded, 
bushy, fast to flower and always in color. This 
amazing shrub is also very resistant to black 
spot and completely resistant to powdery 
mildew. Blooms early summer to frost and 
grows 4 feet tall by 3 feet wide. 
Exclamation London Plane: Heat and 
drought tolerant tree that looks similar to a 
Sycamore. It can grow 5 to 6 feet per year up 
to 60 feet tall with a 50 foot spread. It has 
patchy cream & tan bark with dark green 
leaves to turn yellow-brown in the fall. 
Tolerates a wide range of soil conditions. 
 
Butterfly Wildflower Mix:  Want to attract 
butterflies? Butterflies prefer strong colors and 
fragrance. Try our wildflower mix with 10 
annuals and 10 perennials, designed to draw in 
butterflies for nectar, landing spots or serve as 
hosts for butterfly larvae. Best if grown in 
sunny areas. 
 
Prairifire Crabapple:  Requires no chemical 
spraying to keep healthy! Red flower buds 
open to a dark pinkish red in the Spring 
followed by red fruit in Winter. Fall foliage of 
yellow, orange and red. Grows 1 foot per year 
to a height and spread of 20 by 20 feet. 
 
Native Plant Packet: Each packet contains 
three different varieties of native plants 
including; Big Bluestem, Indian and Switch 
grass! Requires low maintenance and brings 
diversity to your landscaping and gardens. 
 

Colorado Blue Spruce:  Great for 
landscapes, colors range from slightly 
blue-green to marvelous blue. Tolerate to a 
wide range of soil conditions, grows to an 
average height of 80 feet. 
 
Norway Spruce:  A wonderful windbreak 
plant, this dense evergreen has short dark 
green, flat needles. Will grow in most Ohio 
soils except water soaked. Reaches an 
average height of 50-60 feet. 
 
American Arborvitae:  This beautiful 
evergreen foliage is frond-like on flat 
branches varying from dark to light green 
during the growing season. It is also a great 
windbreak choice, growing in a pyramid-
like shape with a height of 18-45 feet.  
 
Green Rocket Cedar: White tail deer 
resistant with a pleasant cedar like aroma. 
It has soft foliage and can tolerate drought 
and most soil conditions. This hybrid can 
grow 3 feet a year reaching a width of 6 to 
10 feet and 25 feet tall. 
 
Canada Red Chokecherry: A vigorous 
and hardier form of Canada Red 
Chokecherry; Leaves emerge green in 
spring. It is known for foliage that is a 
darker reddish purple with a thicker leaf 
texture. It can grow up to 20 feet tall and 
15 foot wide.  
 
Tulip Poplar Tree: The tulip tree is one of 
the largest of the native trees of the eastern 
United States, typically reaching the height 
of 70-100 ft with a trunk 10 ft in diameter. 
Produces a beautiful bloom in May with 
light green or pale yellow petals with an 
orange band. Fast growing. 
 
Autumn Blaze Maple: This extremely fast 
growing maple has strong branching and 
turns a brilliant red hue in the fall. Under 
good conditions it can grow 3 feet a year. It 
is tolerant of clay soils and drought. (Photo 
shown with fall colors) 
 
Red Oak: Dark green in summer and 
russet red in fall, growing up to 60 feet tall. 
It may produce acorns in 10-15 years. The 
wood is heavy, strong and very ice and 
wind resistant. Grows 2 feet a year in full 
sun with sandy, well-drained soils. 
 
Cleveland Flowering Pear: This beautiful 
tree is fruitless with dense white flowers in 
the spring, fall purple coloring some years 
and can withstand heavy clay soils. Height 
30 feet & 15 feet wide.
